But no one is sure who'll occupy all those new
retail and office space. Already, Dubai's malls are noticeably
less full of stores and restaurants than they once were.
Expatriates, the lifeblocd of the economy, have started to pack
up and go home or atleast talk about it, as the cost of living and
doing business surges. Corporate mainstays, from Emirates
airline to developer Emaar Properties, just reported
disappointing third-quarter profits. The stock market is having
fts worst year since 2008. Business unease was already
apparent in April when Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid Al
Maktoum convened a meeting with more than 100 executives
in his palace overlooking the Persian Gulf. The bosses raised
issues including hefty government fees which are eroding the
comparative advantage of tax-free Dubai to strict visa rules
that push foreigners out when they lose their jobs. The
conclave was followed by a flurry of decisions, still working
their way through the system. But a fix for what's ailing Dubai
may be beyond the powers of Its ruler. Sheikh Mohammed and
his predecessors built a fishing village into a hub for finance,
trade and tourism in the region but now that region is
changing, perhaps for good.

The oll slump since 2014 hit big spenders from nelghbouring
Gulf states who used te flock to Dubal (tourists from China
and India are filling the gap, but they're mare price-canscious).
Saudis, in particular, are feeling the pinch, as their own
government imposes fiscal austerity and confiscates private
wealth. The city's role as a trading post is being undérmined
by a global tarilf war and in particular by the U.S. drive to
shut down commerce with nearby Iran. Now that the state of
Dubal is part of the UAE, has become an active player in those
conflicts, fighting in civil wars from Libya toa Yemen and joining
the Saudi-led boycott of Qatar.

Dubal also faces the consequences of its own success. Lacking
energy resources of its own, the city had little choice but to
build a non-oil econamy. The 2014 crash jolted other Gulf
countries into following suit. They're all planning for a post-
crude era and trying to emulate their thriving neighbour by
marketing their own capitals as regional hubs. Dubai remains
preeminent in that role. But it's an increasingly high-cost base.
In 2013, it ranked as the 90th most expensive place for ex-
pats to live, according to New York-based consultant Mercer.
It's now vaulted to 26th on the list.

Government, builders and business alike are all looking to one
event on the horizon that may come to the rescue. Dubal will
host the Warld Expo fair in 2020. Meant to showcase the city’s
future prospects, It's become almost an end In itself, a reason
to keep the cranes at work. "The biggest saving grace,” Haque
calls it.
